Closing for the Season? 

Weôd like to remind seasonal licensees preparing to 
close for the year, about our product return policy. 
While we do accept resalable product back for full 
refund, our return policy limits the cumulative 
value of returns without a re -stocking charge 
during a year to $5,000. After that level, a 10%     
re-stocking fee will apply plus G.S.T. on fee. As 
well, please ensure you advise your local liquor 
store and this office of any change in mailing 
address or telephone numbers for the off-season.  
It is important that you continue to receive these 
bulletins and other licensing and operational 
information, even when your premises are not 
operating. 

Please watch for your 2010 licence renewal 
package being mailed out in early January. Your 
completed application must be sent to us by early 
February, and any required documents and licence 
fees by March 1, 2010. 

Checking for ID 
 
One of the best ways to keep minors out of your 
premises is to routinely check the ID of all patrons 
who appear to be under 25 years old. Sometimes itôs 
hard to tell if someone is under 19. Itôs a judgement 
call based on your  experience with young people. If 
you are not sure. ASK! Itôs the only way to ensure  
you are  meeting  your legal obligations. 
 
Enclosed are the updated ID Pamphlets ð 
òIf youôre not sure, Ask!ò and ñBe Prepared to Show 
ID!ò, reflecting the new changes in legislation 
effective April 1st. One of the pamphlets provides tips 
on checking ID and the other explains to people their 
obligation to be prepared to produce ID when asked.

Targeted inspections, focused on 
checking IDôs for  youth who appear 
to be under 19, will be conducted by 
Liquor Inspectors, including the 
RCMP, between August 5th and 
September 5th, 2009 .

CONFISCATED ID 

Under the Liquor Act, a driverôs licence can be used 
as proof of age in Yukon licensed establishments. 
There are instances where a minor attempts to get 
liquor service by presenting false ID. When a 
person tampers with a driverôs licence, they can be 
charged under of the Motor Vehicles Act. This 
offence carries a penalty of $125 and a conviction is 
then on their driving record. To proceed with 
charges, the RCMP need to have the confiscated ID 
as evidence. 

The Motor Vehicles Branch is asking for your help. 
Included with this bulletin is a form that you are 
being asked to complete and forward with the 
confiscated licence directly to Motor Vehicles. It is 
not mandatory, but it would greatly assist the 
RCMP with laying charges. It is very important 
however, that this be done as quickly as possible, 
because the RCMP must charge the individual 
within 30 days.
