
New Year’s Eve Closure 
 

On December 31st, licensed premises, with 
the exception of Off-sales, may remain open 
until 3:00 a.m.  
 

No premises may be open for more than 15 
continuous hours on that day.  If you 
operate a food-primary premises where the 
approved hours of liquor service are from 
10:00 a.m. until 11:00 p.m., you may choose 
to remain open until 3:00 a.m. but you may 
not begin liquor service until noon.   A 
liquor-primary premises that is regularly 
open from 11:00 a.m. until 1:00 a.m. may 
also remain open until 3:00 a.m.  Again, 
however, you may not open before noon. 
 

In the case of liquor-primary premises, the 
half-hour tolerance still applies.  Liquor 
service must be stopped by 3:00 a.m. and 
patrons must leave by 3:30 a.m.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

All Off-sales must close at 12 midnight. 
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Liquor Service in  
Food-Primary Premises 
 

In food-primary premises (dining rooms 
and restaurants), servers must be 19 years 
or older to open, mix or pour liquor.  
However, servers under 19, but at least 16 
years old, with written permission of their 
parents and under adult supervision, may 
deliver liquor to customers.

Shooters/Pre-mixed Drinks 
 

All liquor served in licensed 
premises must be dispensed from 
the original liquor package.  This 
means the pre-mixing of drinks 
and shooters, e.g. jello shooters,  
is  not allowed. 
 

Shooter bars can make it difficult for servers to 
monitor liquor consumption, and may increase the 
chance of over-service.  When patrons are 
encouraged to drink quickly, this increases their 
risk of becoming intoxicated, and increases your 
risk of incurring significant legal liability.
