Silent auction  

Are silent auction items 
which include liquor 
products allowed?  Sorryð
the answer is no. However, a 
manufacturer or supplier may donate 
liquor products to a charitable organization 
as a prize in a licensed gaming activity, 
with the written permission of the Yukon 
Liquor Corporation. And as you know, 
licensed raffle tickets (e.g. Rendezvous 
Queen tickets) may be sold in your 
premises. 

Have you notified us?  

We would like to remind you 
that there may be  times during 
the year when we need to hear 
from you.  We rely on you, the licensee, to 
keep us informed of changes that may  
affect your licence and your operations.  
By advising us promptly, it will help us 
keep your file and licences current and in 
doing so, meet the requirements of the 
Liquor Act and Regulations . If you plan 
to make any changes to your 
licensed premises, that will affect 
the information endorsed on your 
licence, or any changes in 
ownership of your premises, you 
must notify us, and in some 
instances receive specific approval.  

Changes may involve: 
new manager and/or addition of 
manager 
structural alterations (renovations, 
additions)  
permanent or temporary additions 
(bandstand, stage, dance floor, service 
counter, etc.) 
increase or decrease in the number of 
games 
licensee name (e.g., change in company 
name) 
ownership (e.g., purchase/sale of 
premises, sale/transfer of shares, or 
lease of premises) 

Entertainment in Licensed 
Premises  

 
Exotic Entertainment:  
Exotic dancers/strippers will be 
allowed, provided the performance is not 
obscene under the provisions of the Criminal 
Code. 
No minors are allowed in the licensed 
premises.  
The exotic dancer/stripper must be fully clothed 
if in the licensed premises before, between, and 
after performances. 
Members of any audience may not touch or be 
touched by the exotic dancer/stripper. There 
must be no passing of objects or sharing of food 
or beverages between the exotic dancer/stripper 
and members of the audience. 
A one-meter separation with a barrier is required 
between the audience and the performer. 
Other Restricted Entertainment:  
No contact sports (e.g., boxing, mud wrestling, 
mechanical bull) will be allowed in a licensed 
premises. 
We have included a few restrictions above.  
PLEASE check Board Policy Tab 11, for 
complete information.  
 
Note: As with all advertising,  advertising of  
restricted events taking place in a licensed 
premises must be approved by the President in 
advance of publication/release.
